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Memorandum of Agreement Addendum
BACHELOR OF INTEGRATED STUDIES DEGREE
between
CHOSUN UNIVERSITY, Gwangju, Korea
and
MURRAY STATE UNIVERSITY, Kentucky, USA

1. Background and Objectives:

Recognizing the importance of international exchange and cooperation, Chosun University and
Murray State University through this agreement addendum intend to build upon and advance
their existing mutual cooperation to provide opportunities for their students to participate in
sclected programs leading to the Bachelor of Integrated Studies Degree. This agreement
provides the legal framework for offering this degree and furthers the objectives of the currently
existing agreement in force signed by the presidents of both institutions in March 2005. Its
objective is to provide specific authorization for students of Chosun University to exercise the

opportunity to enroll at Murray State University to earn this degree.

2. BIS Degree Specifics:

Under the terms of this cooperation. Murray State University will accept qualified Chosun
University students to selected programs that lead to the Bachelor of Integrated Studies Degree.
Specific program articulations between Chosun University and MSU will be determined prior to
the students’ enrollment at MSU. Those students who have completed their first year of
Bachelor degree study at Chosun University will enroll for their second and third year of degree
study at Murray State University. During their second and third years of study at Murray State
University, the Chosun University students will complete MSU’s general education
requirements and one year of their BIS program requirements at MSU.  They will return to
Chosun University for their fourth and final year of study to complete their MSU and Chosun
University requirements. Participating students will be provided the opportunity to earn
credits toward a degree from both universities while maintaining student status simultancously

at both institutions.



3. Proposed Order of Events:

1) Endorsement of Agreement

2) Specification of administrative policies and plans

3) Establishment of an oversight committee for the BIS degree composed of faculty members
of each participating program

4) Implementation of administrative procedures to receive first Chosun University students at

Murray State University for the fall, 2007 semester.

4. Anticipated Administrative Requirements and Implementation Schedule:

1) Agreement endorsement date: June 2007
2) Number of student participants: Approximately five per year
3) Minimum requirements for candidates: Academic proficiency at both Chosun University
and Murray State Universities, English proficiency, and fulfillment of all admissions and
program requirements at both institutions.
o Completion requirements: Fulfillment of all academic requirements for the BIS
Degree at MSU and the Bachelor’s Degree at Chosun University.

e Payment of full tuition and all applicable fees.
